Area west of the main station

How is the site connected to dy-
namics of the circular economy
and dynamics of integration?

The area west of the main station
is very well connected and already
changing; it is directly linked to the
sites of the national horticultural
show 2014 and the urban develop-
ment «UNBREAK MY HARDT», a
E13 project which becomes part
of the IBA 2027 StadtRegion Stut-
tgart. With its immediate proximity
to periphery and centre, protected
nature areas and massive infras-
tructures it holds the potential to
become a pilot project site for a
strategic development integra-
ting various uses and users. The
area should develop over time in
accordance to the climate analysis
carried out for the entire city area
with recommendations for poten-
tial development areas for climate
adaptation. Diverse existing buil-
dings and infrastructures, as well
as the nearby housing areas need
to be taken into consideration. The
site should offer building plots for
diverse actors offering social and
programmatic granulation.

The project should start a process
for people with ideas, a dialogue
for diversity and an urban structu-
ral concept that integrates all.

In the future it will serve as the
western entrance to the city.

What is the city’s strategy for
transformation?

The site needs a long-term urban
development scenario, which can
be implemented step by step.

The goal is to develop a mixed
quarter were «Baugruppen», hou-
sing cooperation’s, small services
and new production facilities find a
place.

An urbanistic vision and a struc-
tural basis, offering a mix of plot
sizes, should provide the fra-
mework for individual building
blocks.
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
